AN ORDINANCE VACATING PORTIONS OF A UTILITY EASEMENT
OVER LAFAYETTE VILLA WEST SUBDIVISION.

WHEREAS, on March 10, 1972, the Lafayette Villa West subdivision
was recorded; and

WHEREAS, the Lafayette Villa West subdivision dedicated
miscellaneous utility easements which encumber the Lafayette Villa West
subdivision; and

WHEREAS, the only utility installed in the utility easement to the west of
and adjacent to Lots 4 and 5, and to the north of and adjacent to Lot 4, was by,
and for the benefit of Comcast;

WHEREAS, the owner of Lots 4 and 5 has requested that the utility
easement adjacent to their lots be vacated to the extent possible; and

WHEREAS, Comcast has indicated that a retained eight foot wide
easement in the location depicted in the attachments to this Ordinance would be
sufficient for its purpose;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF LAFAYETTE ORDAINS:

Section 1. The Council finds that the portion of the utility easement to be
vacated is no longer necessary for the public use and convenience.

Section 2. The portion of the utility easement to the west of and adjacent
to Lots 4 and 5, and to the north of and adjacent to Lot 4, Lafayette Villa West
subdivision and the vacated portions of W. Geneseo Dr., as described in the
attached Exhibit
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Section 6. The repeal or modification of any provision of the Code of
Ordinances of Lafayette, Colorado by this ordinance shall not release, extinguish,
alter, modify or change in whole or in part any penalty, forfeiture or liability,
either civil or criminal, which shall have been incurred under such provision.
Each provision shall be treated and held as still remaining in force for the purpose
of sustaining any and all proper actions, suits, proceedings and prosecutions for
enforcement of the penalty, forfeiture or liability, as well as for the purpose of
sustaining any judgment, decree or order which can or may be rendered, entered
or made in such actions, suits, proceedings or prosecutions.

Section 7. This ordinance is deemed necessary for the protection of the
health, welfare and safety of the community.

Section 8. This ordinance shall become effective upon the latter of the
10" day following enactment, or the day following final publication of the
ordinance.
